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Soccer Superstars

FIFA* honored Sawa Homare, captain of Japan's women's soccer team, on
January 9 by naming her the world’'s best female player of 2011. Sawa impressed
FIFA by becoming the top scorer at the World Cup ( 31 ) summer in Germany
and being named the tournament’s most valuable player, as well as by her
contribution to Japan's first-ever World Cup ( 32 ).

At the ceremony, Sawa, 33, stood out ( 33 ) her blue kimono featuring a
bold floral pattern.
